Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time

The Second Vatican Council refers to the Eucharist as both the source and
the summit of our faith life! The richness of this gift from our Creator is
beyond our understanding. Our devotion to Jesus and our appreciation for
His sacrifice is the focus of every mass.

In the coming months, you may notice a slight change in our celebration of
Eucharist. Presently our custom for preparing the gifts of bread and wine has
the flagon of wine accompanied by the paten with one large host that Father
breaks into approximately 24 pieces during the fraction rite at mass.
Occasionally there are some smaller hosts on the gift paten as well to
supplement the supply of consecrated hosts in the tabernacle. Our Eucharistic
Ministers reverently bring the ciborium of consecrated hosts from the
tabernacle for distribution at communion time.

The adjustment Fr. Jim hopes to make is to prepare the gift paten for each
mass with sufficient hosts that the breads that are consecrated at that mass are
the hosts to be consumed by that congregation. Using the hosts reserved in
the tabernacle should become the exception rather than the rule. With this
slight change to procedure, we hope that our words and actions at mass
become more clearly representative of the reality we are experiencing. We are
invited to take and eat THIS bread changed to the Body of Christ in this
celebration of Eucharist. Sister Lori
